Jon has presented and performed at two World Humour Conferences (Sydney, Australia and Osaka, Japan).
He has performed alongside Australia's finest comedians at a number of comedy venues and festivals, including Take No Prisoners, the Amnesty International Comedy Festival in Sydney and the Palandri International Comedy Festival in Margaret River. And supported international comedy acts Alexi Sayle, Hale and Pace, Richard Stubbs, Rachel Berger, American illusionist Robert Gallop (“Extreme Magic”).

Film and tv-series credits include: a hard-core AC/DC fan in Thunderstruck, a badly beaten and dead dero in Justice (court-room drama); a mad environmental polluter in Bush Patrol; and a one-armed gambler in The Edge of the World (documentary about life and work of Tim Winton). 

He is the founder and co-presenter of a 16-year-old course at the University of WA: "How to laugh your way out of a paper bag" and presenter of humour talks “Start Laughing this is Serious” to corporate executives, educators, facilitators, health care workers and other groups suffering stress overload.
He is co-author of two children’s books, Magpie Mischief and  Magwheel Madness (Fremantle Arts Centre Press) and has had numerous short stories published in anthologies and The West Australian newspaper’s Summer Edition.

He is a Myers Briggs Practitioner (Jungian personality types) and has spoken at two conferences of the Australian Association for Psychological Type.

Jon has presented on Personality Type to the College of Organisational 
Psychologists, School Psychologists Association of WA, business managers, schools, health care workers, public servants and farming groups. He is also a regular guest lecturer at the Curtin Business School’s Entrepreneurship and Business Development Unit.

He has been involved in a number of community development projects and is responsible for original concepts, including the Manjimup Cherry Harmony Festival and Laugh Resort Inc (an association of stand-up comedians and organisers of one of Australia’s longest running comedy rooms). 

Much of Jon’s work is in facilitating team building sessions, working with community groups, talking about men’s health, running public speaking and writing workshops and interactive sessions emphasising the value of humour in stress relief.

He is also the self-published author of two small books How to lose an election and Letters to the police and other species  and a booklet to help people with their sense of humour Better than a poke in the eye.
